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ENSIE handed over its WISE Manager Award
On the 15th of November, ENSIE rewarded the three finalists of the ENSIE WISE Manager Award.  Following ENSIE "Workers' messages campaign", we wanted to highlight innovative work methodologies, for exemple managerial, logistical and human resources, and their effects on workers.The three finalists joined ENSIE members during the European Seminar on “Work Integration Social Enterprise (WISE) exchange of good practices” in Budapest, Hungary. It was an opportunity for the finalists to meet with other WISEs entrepreneurs from all over Europe and to present their work. It was during this event that the ranking was revealed, awarding the first place to Parunāsim?, the second to Food Value and the third to Ke Buono. Let’s have a look to each of this wonderful projects.  

The first place was awarded to Parunāsim? (“Let’s talk”) the social project developped by Sonido, a Latvian call center, which dedicates a large part of its benefits to "Parunāsim?", a helpline for people who want to talk. It employs today 6 people with disabilities, often facing difficulties accessing the labour market, whom are given a fit working environment, with easy access and comfortable surroundings. What stroke us in this project is the simplicity of the concept, which could be easily replicated and the fact that it is hugely beneficial for all the parties involved in the project. 

The second place was granted to the project “Food Value”, developed by the Italian association, Isnet. It is an app which aims to recover meals unsold in catering by establishing a link between catering (restaurants, pizzerias, bakeries,…) and people in need through social enterprises and social services. The interest of this project is that it could help reducing waste in catering and at the same time it provides meals to people in need.

The third place was granted to an Albanian social pastry, KeBuono Pastiçeri Sociale, an initiative from Engim Albania, an Italian NGO with the help of Qendra Sociale Murialdo, a vocational training center. KeBuono is a pastry that produces typical Italian sweets, it is also a point of meeting as it organizes musical, artistic and linguistic activities in particular for children and youngsters. All of it in a property confiscated from the organized crime and while offering a special attention to women in vulnerable situations or vulnerable groups of people. This project can easily be replicated in other fields, and in the work regarding social inclusion of Roma communities or people with disabilities. 

ENSIE wishes good luck to the finalists in their projects. The three finalists were inspiring for ENSIE and the participants to the event. We hope that those examples will encourage other entrepreneurs to follow their path and build new work integration social enterprises, either by following their examples or by initiating something completely new!
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
